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Programming Grant Series

Purpose

Several pieces of research cite the importance of students' integration into the total

fabric of the campus community. While on-campus living is one of the single most

important determinants of students' inclusion into a university community

(Pascarella & Terenzini, 1991) creating intentional learning opportunities further

incorporates students' participation in their total intellectual growth.  In order to ensure that intentional learning opportunities occur within our residence facilities, an expanded programming grant series has been developed.

The NKU University Housing Programming Grant Series will serve as

· An initiative that collectively engages students in meaningful and creative out-of-class learning experiences thereby bridging the gap between students' class learning and their residential experience.

· A program intended to lead NKU toward a model that offers students an intertwined curriculum that extends beyond the classroom. 

· An opportunity for students to participate in an intimate group learning experience with faculty and staff around specific and common interests.

Grant Proposal Guidelines

1. A maximum of $350.00 can be requested through the grant process per program.

2. Only Resident Assistants and Hall Directors are eligible to submit proposals. They are encouraged to work with students, student leaders, faculty, and staff who may approach them with ideas.

3. All proposals must be "signed off” by an RA’s Hall Director to ensure that he/she is involved and aware of the program planning.

4. RAs must propose 2-3 Learning Outcomes that will occur as a result of students participating in grant program.  Also, they must indicate how they will measure whether or not the outcomes were achieved.  RAs should seek out assistance from their Hall Director if they need assistance drafting learning outcomes for the program.
5. Grants must be submitted a minimum of 3 weeks prior to an event.

6. Grants will be submitted online through the staff website

7. The Grant committee will review all grants and make a decision on grants based on the information provided.

8. A final evaluation will be completed for each program.

Final Program Evaluation

Following the implementation of the program, the Grant Coordinator is required

submit a summary of the evaluation forms completed by program participants. This summary should include both a quantitative tally of evaluations as well as a qualitative summary of participants' comments. The evaluation should also include feedback and suggestions for future improvements from the Grant Coordinator. Each summary report is due no later than 2 weeks following an event via e-mail to the Assistant Director of Residence life at slaughtera@nku.edu.
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
